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Alfreda Geiger was born in New York City on December 15, 1899. She received her early secretarial training at St. Barbara’s Commercial High School, then attended St. John’s University, where she received a B.A. in 1930, and New York University where she earned an M.A. in Business Education in 1938. 
Miss Geiger began her career at Pace as a faculty member in the School of Secretarial Practise. She was hired in 1932 by Homer Pace, with whom she shared a similar skill: both had been Pitman shorthand writers. In the early 1960s she became “Supervisor of Secretarial Studies” and later Department Chairman. Under her direction, the Secretarial Science Department evolved from training professional secretaries and court reporters to preparing teachers. It became part of the School of Education as the Business Education and Secretarial Science Department. In 1984, it incorporated into the newly formed School of Computer Science and Information Systems and became the Office Information Systems Department. 
During her very long career, Alfreda Geiger saw Pace evolve from an Institute, to a College and later to a University. Upon reaching retirement age, she was given the rank of Professor-Emeritus-in-Residence, which allowed her to continue teaching on a part-time basis. In October 1971, in recognition of her devotion to Pace, she was awarded the honorary degree of Doctor of Commercial Science. She taught her last class in December, 1995 when, at the age of 96, she finally retired. She died two years later, on May 21, 1997, at the age of 98.
